
IBIS 8.0 Known Issues

The following is a list of known issues found in the IBIS Specification Version 8.0 document. These are editorial issues deemed to have no functional impact on the specification. Functional issues are resolved through the IBIS BIRDs page at https://ibis.org/birds/.

On page 227 of IBIS 8.0, the term “modified BNF” is used.  However, the abbreviation is not defined, and it appears only twice in the entire document (the other occurrence is in the title of BIRD135.1 as part of the list of BIRDs associated with IBIS 5.1 in Section 2).

On page 32 of IBIS 8.0, the [IBIS Ver] keyword definition (in addition to mixing “must” and “shall” usage) requires that the “value shall be the number of an approved IBIS version: 1.1 … 8.0.”  This is both incomplete and incorrect.  Pages 11 through 16 list all the official releases of IBIS, and 1.0 is clearly the first version.  The text for [IBIS Ver] should be changed to reflect the complete list of acceptable string arguments to the keyword; these are: 1.0, 1.1, 2.0, 2.1, 3.0, 3.1, 3.2, 4.0, 4.1, 4.2, 5.0, 5.1, 6.0, 6.1, 7.0, 7.1, 7.2, 8.0

On page 394: "references" should be "referenced".

•	P. 371, Typo: “excepton” appears in connection-rule text (should be “exception”)
•	P. 371, Typo: “Interconect Models” appears (missing second n)
•	P. 373, in Example 1, Pulldown_ref for D2 is identified as DQS+ on terminal line 29, while nearby D2 entries are DQS-
•	P. 386, Typo: “Full_TS_IO_A_gnd_reference” appears on its own line just before the Terminal line listing, for no apparent reason.  In addition, the same string is used both for the [Interconnect Model Set] name and the [Interconnect Model] name; while this may not be illegal, it will be confusing to the reader.
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
